NEW YORK STATE BOARD OF REGENTS AWARDS ABSOLUTE CHARTER TO
WHS

The Wilmington Historical Society, having met all requirements and conditions, has recently been awarded a New
York State Absolute Charter, voted upon by the New York State Board of Regents at their meeting on September
13, 2011. Having been incorporated with a New York State Provisional Charter in 2003, the society has been
working toward the absolute (permanent) charter for 8 years. In order to meet the requirements, the society had to
adopt an approved constitution and by-laws, obtain IRS Tax-exempt status as a 501(c)(3) not-for-profit
organization, and demonstrate the following: membership and financial stability, public interest in programming
and historical displays, public access to historical records, utilization of accepted collection management
practices, provisions for volunteer staff and leadership training, regularity of meetings, good public relations
practices, and much more. After petitioning the State and meeting all of the conditions on paper, the final piece
was put into place last May 23" 2011, when Denis Meadows, Advisor for New York State Archives Region 1V,
completed a site visit, after which he reported his findings to the New York State Education Department. From
there a recommendation was made to the New York State Board of Regents.

Website Once again, we thank our webmaster, Patrick Mclintyre, for maintaining our website. In the past year
we have had about 1,000 “hits”. On our website, www.wilmingtonhistoricalsociety.org, you will find photos, a
brief history of Wilmington, our schedule of upcoming events & discussion topics, historical society news,
information on purchasing the “Town of Wilmington” Transcribed Serial Records books, membership
information & application, minutes and agendas of our meetings, links to related institutions, and much more. Our
“research” link to RootsWeb has all of the Wilmington Cemeteries. Another useful link for Wilmington history
researchers is the Northern New York Library Network’s Northern New York Historical Newspapers. You can
also link to the National World War Il Registry. Bookmark us on your web browser’s “favorites” list and check
it often.

We
have watched our collection grow each year. Our historical collection is stored and displayed using best archival
practices and is insured against loss. Each donor signs a Deed of Gift giving the WHS permission to “possess” the
objects, photos, files, etc. In return, the donor may claim the gift as tax deductible since we are a 501 (c) (3) not-
for-profit organization.
